Wausau's Kyle Veenstra held off a strong challenge from Janesville' s Shannon Riley to win
the Men’s Open title at the Badger State Games Racquetball Tournament, hosted by the Prairie
Athletic Club (PAC) in Sun Prairie, Wis.

Veenstra, who ended the 2004-05 | nternational Racquetball Tour season as the 13™-ranked
player in the world, is the three-time defending champion in state singles. Both Riley, who won
the Mens 35+ Open, and Juan Niaves pushed Veenstra to tiebreakers before losing.
