
Team Thompson reclaims PAC title 
 

After a three-year hiatus, Andy Thompson was back in Sun Prairie and teamed with his 

dad Bruce last weekend to win the Mens Open title at the 2008 Prairie Athletic Club 

(PAC) Doubles Racquetball Tournament, sponsored by Ritter Insurance. 

 

The Thompsons rolled over Corey King/DJ Johnson and Jamie Arnold/Dave Travis to 

reach the final. In a hard-fought battle, the Thompsons dropped the first game but came 

back to top Dan Henderson and Dave Korenic in a tiebreaker for the title.

Haak and Krueger defended their Mixed Open title with a tiebreaker win over Burie and

Gary von Allmen and Jeff Benson surprised top seeds Scott Willan and Dave Rajkovich 

in the semis and went on to outlast Gregg Breese and Brent Olson for the Mens AA title. 

Another father-son team, Scott and Jeff Einerson, won Mens B, while the husband-wife 

team of Pete and Jenny Simon took Mixed B. 

 

D.J. Johnson and Tracie Studinski won Mixed A and also took the consolation division of 

Mixed Open.
